If for some
reason they need to contact a parent during the event, they can use the school phones or they
can use their cell phone with supervision from an adult. We started this practice last year and
found it really encouraged students to have a fun evening free from devices and eliminated
many issues related to social media.

Report cards will be accessible on the Infinite Campus portal beginning at 3:00pm next Friday,
November 17th. Students and families will be able to access final grades for all 1st quarter and TIst
trimester classes.

Next Friday, teachers will also be sending home a few other pieces of information which includes
your child’s lllinois Assessment of Readiness (IAR) individual report, their latest NWEA MAP
student report, and the lllinois Science Assessment (ISA) individual report (6th grade students
only). IAR and ISA will only be distributed to students who attended CCSD 46 schools last school
year.

We hope that you had the opportunity to learn about the District’s plans to address the District’s
most pressing facility and operational needs by placing a funding proposal on the ballot in 2024.
The proposed solution will benefit all students and all schools and allow us to attract, train, and
retain quality teachers, protect current programming, and maintain class sizes.

The Board of Education reviewed the plan, survey results, and feedback from the community and
the Citizen Task Force at the November 8, 2023, Board meeting. The official ballot measure will be
on the agenda for approval at the November 29, 2023, meeting.

Dear Frederick Parents & Guardians,

Wrestling is a sport offered at Grayslake Middle School (GMS) that allows Frederick students to participate.
All participating students must have a valid physical on file at the Frederick office.

Wrestling will start on Thursday, November 30th. Practices will be held until 5:00pm every day of the
school week throughout the season which lasts approximately until the beginning of March. On the first
date of practice, athletes will receive a packet of information that includes meet schedules and other
forms required by the coaches.

Athletes will take a shuttle bus from Frederick to GMS a few minutes before the end of the school day
each day for practice. Parents must be able to pick up their children from Grayslake Middle School at the
conclusion of practice. An informational parent meeting will be held sometime in early December after a
practice that will provide more specific information to families. This will be after one of the regular
practices at GMS.

The participation fee for wrestling at GMS is $175.00 and there will also be an additional fee for the
required uniform.

Other important information regarding wrestling for Frederick students includes the following:

e Inorder to be eligible to participate, students must maintain passing grades in all classes.

e Practice will be every school day (Monday - Friday) when there is not a scheduled meet.

e Meets will be scheduled home and away. This will also include some events on Saturdays. After
away meets, parents can sign out their child and take them home directly following the meet. If
parents are not able to attend away meets, a bus will be available to transport athletes back to
GMS for parent pick up.

e There may be a few additional Saturday commitments for athletes who advance to Conference,
Sectionals or State competition at the end of the season. More information will come on this as the
season progresses.

e All Frederick students (whether attending practice or a meet) will board a shuttle to GMS a few
minutes prior to the end of the school day. If the team is heading to an away meet, the entire team
will leave together from GMS after the Frederick shuttle arrives.
