Dear Frederick Parents & Guardians:

In past newsletters, we have shared some information related to social media to bring more
awareness to our community. As previously shared, apps that are extremely popular for
children at this age include SnapChat and TikTok.

As a school, we have observed a growing trend in which these apps are used to deliver
extremely negative or hurtful messages to others. It is also very easy for users of these types
of apps to create multiple accounts to conceal one’s identity, making it extremely difficult
to identify individuals responsible for the creation of content. This content can have
significant impacts on developing children - emotionally, socially, and even academically as
it may preoccupy their attention while at school.

We are also aware that there are now many different fake Frederick School TikTok accounts,
many of which are using our official school logo or have impersonated school personnel.
Frederick School does not have an official TikTok account and we are taking steps to have
these accounts reported and removed. However, TikTok has not been very responsive to our
requests based on past experiences. These accounts are also very difficult to trace as they
can be created from any email account, and many creators are savvy enough to create fake
accounts solely for the purpose of remaining anonymous.

Matters involving social media are very difficult to address in school based on the facts that
much of this content is created, shared, and accessed outside of school hours and the
anonymity involved with these accounts. As a school community, we urge all families to
have important discussions with their children regarding social media. While our students
are not yet at the recommended age of 13 for accessing social media platforms, we know
that parents are ultimately the ones who make these decisions for their children.

To help us curb this problem, we ask that you please take an active role in monitoring what
your students are accessing and with whom they are commmunicating. Children should
avoid adding “friends” or contacts that they do not know or in person or who are using
anonymous accounts. Participating in large group chats, especially on SnapChat, can often

open the door for unkind behavior.

Parents should also consider making their own accounts and friending or following their
children, which will allow them to be able to more directly monitor their children’s online
activities. We can also encourage children to avoid giving any attention to fake or impostor
accounts, as the likes or follows encourages them to continue or create new accounts.
Finally, encouraging your child to report any behavior that can be considered bullying or
threatening can help facilitate a climate in which everyone feels safe and respected - both
online and in the real world.

In the weeks ahead, we will work as a staff to have important conversations with our
students regarding social media usage and staying safe online and will continue to strive to
promote a culture of kindness and respect in and around school. We appreciate everyone's
support in this endeavor and please let us know if you have any further questions.

En boletines anteriores, hemos compartido informacidn relacionada con las redes sociales
para generar mas conciencia en nuestra comunidad. Como se compartid anteriormente, las
aplicaciones que son extremadamente populares para los nifos de esta edad incluyen
SnapChat y TikTok.

Como escuela, hemos observado una tendencia creciente en la que estas aplicaciones se
utilizan para enviar mensajes extremadamente negativos o hirientes a otros. También es
muy facil para los usuarios de este tipo de aplicaciones crear multiples cuentas para ocultar
su identidad, lo que hace extremadamente dificil identificar a los responsables de la
creacion de contenido. Este contenido puede tener impactos significativos en el desarrollo
de los ninos, emocional, social e incluso académicamente, ya que puede preocupar su
atencion mientras estan en la escuela.

También somos conscientes de que ahora existen muchas cuentas falsas de TikTok de
Frederick School, muchas de las cuales utilizan el logotipo oficial de nuestra escuela o se
han hecho pasar por personal de la escuela. Frederick School no tiene una cuenta oficial de
TikTok y estamos tomando medidas para informar y eliminar estas cuentas. Sin embargo,
TikTok no ha respondido mucho a nuestras solicitudes basandose en experiencias pasadas.
